1. What are words you associate with true friends? Who 
would you say your closest friends are? What makes 
them that?  

2. Read Proverbs 27:5-6, Proverbs 18:1, Proverbs 13:20, 
Proverbs 22:24-25, and Proverbs 27:10. According to 
these passages, what does God’s Word say about 
friendship? Can you think of any other passages that 
talk about friendship?  

3. What makes it so hard to speak up and inflict “faithful 
wounds”? Do you agree or disagree that it is more 
loving to speak the truth, even if it hurts? Why or why 
not?  



Call to Action:  
We are called to speak God’s truth, not our own. If you 
have someone who is like Nathan, reach out to them and 
thank them for being a true friend.
